The first race of Memorial day weekend for the pro circuit was suppose to be the TT on Saturday, but 

due to rain we were forced to reschedule that race for Monday. After waiting around for most of the 

day on Sunday while the IMDA worked hard to get the track ready, we started practice late in the day. 

Practice and timed qualifying went really well for me. The track was getting rougher each session, but it 

wasn’t hurting my times on the track. I made zero changes during practice or timed qualifying and I 

timed in at 9th, 12th, and 16th. I felt fairly happy with these times as I knew each session I was out running 

by myself and had no drafting partner to get a better time.  For my heat race I had first row bottom start 

since the pole position rider picked the 

top. I got a pretty good jump and was in 

about 3rd in the first corner. The track was 

getting really rough and it took all I had to 

hold on as the front end was just shaking 

across the bumps. I lost some positions in 

the turns due to that and ended up the 

heat in 7th place with a direct transfer to 

the main. Next up was the main event for 

me. I felt really good as far as speed, but I 

knew the main event was going to be 

tough because the track was just getting 

rougher. I got off the line fairly well after 

spinning pretty good on the outside 

second row. I had a good race battle in the back with Robbie Treinen, who was also having a tough time 

getting through the turns. I finished the race in 16th. I wasn’t super pleased with my result as it is the 

worst that I have finished in Springfield, but due to track conditions I rode to where I felt I could hang on 

and at least finish the day out on two wheels. Next up Springfield TT 

Springfield TT 

The Springfield TT has always been a tough national for me. I have missed out on qualifying for this 

national by a few spots each year and I 

was determined to make the 32 rider 

cut. I went out for all three rounds of 

practice and felt fairly well. The track 

was really slippery for e as it was a day 

race with a hot sun shining on the 

track all day.  My mechanic made some 

changes as he could clearly see me 

spinning around the track. I timed in at 

47th, 42nd, and 50th. I unfortunately 

failed to make the cut again.  I rode well, but I just couldn’t get the bike hooked up like others. Next up

The Hartford National was our first ½ 

mile of the year and I was really 

excited to get on the track. First 

practice the track was really slippery, 

but I still timed in at 11th quickest. I 

made zero changes to the bike and 

watched the track to see what it was 

going to do. The track started to 

groove up quickly and turn into a 

slippery groove. For the second 

session I went out behind Mike 

Labelle. I was really struggling to 

figure out how hard to put it into the 

turns. So I decided I would follow 

Mike and try to hold it on a little 

harder than him each turn to see how I would do.  I came off the track and was surprised to be told by 

Ctex that I had timed in fastest of the 2nd round. I was super pumped as this was first time I have ever 

been on top of any session before. The third round I went out and rode fairly well but the track was 

starting to get really slippery and I was struggling a little bit more than before. I finished the third 

session 6th fastest. For the heat race I had a front row start and knew I was going to need a good start. 

Unfortunately I had a terrible start as I spun it up off the line. I tried to work my way around a few riders 

and slipped the groove in turns 1 & 2.  I was getting really frustrated because I had the speed, but it was 

a single file race track with even the best expert riders in the country struggling to make moves. I 

finished the heat in 14th. In the LCQ I got a pretty good start from the third row. I started following Jake 

Cunningham and we were making moves passing people together. Unfortunately with three laps to go a 

red flag came out and we had to do a staggered restart. I lost a few spots on the start, but continued to 

not give up and passed some of them riders back. I failed to qualify for the main event as I finished 12th. I 

was super bummed as I came back to pits to only find out that I had the fastest lap of the LCQ. Being the 

fastest one out there doesn’t always mean anything if you can’t pass on the track and I learned that 

quickly today. I am mentally and physically getting prepared for the Lima National next weekend. I am 

really happy that I could at least prove to some people that my speed is still there, I just got to put the 

whole day together to get on top. I really want to thank my sponsors, family, fans, and friends for all 

their continued support.
